Villages had been attacked, houses
burned, and some women carried
oft, according to evacuees who have
arrived 1n Calcutta from the Noak-
hali area, About 1000 more evacuees
have arrived.

“The Statesman' saye about 150,000
persons and 400 villages are affected
by the mob violence. It quotes a
staff correspondent as saying that
10,000 persons had Jeft the interior
and were sheltering at Chandpur.
